
PREPARING YOUR BUILD OHIO ENTRY

Project Boards
The project boards are your chance to be creative and show-off 

your project to the judges and other Build Ohio entrants.

Build Ohio judges first view the project boards when they meet at the AGC office to select the winners. Judges 
will review the boards to learn more about the project and see how it might further meet the Build Ohio criteria. 
Their original scores based on the written submission is then updated by what they find out about the project on 
the project board. Board are expected to be neat and easy to follow. However, no additional points are allotted 
based on a board’s appearance. 

The board should be a visual description of the project. How a board is designed is up to the company—its size, 
its shape, the number of photos, description(s), etc. Some companies hire professionals to design and print their 
boards, others do it in house. Regardless, each board should include the following:

�x�� The project name
�x�� Company name
�x�� Photographs of the project (not to exceed 8x10 inches)
�x�� A summary that describes the project and how it meets the Build Ohio criteria

All elements should be securely to the front of the display board. Boards can be hinged or unhinged, but may not 
exceed 35 x 45 inches. It should weigh less than 10 lbs. 

All boards will be displayed in the “Build Ohio Gallery” room before the Build Ohio Celebration, the awards gala,
so everyone can learn more about the projects. AGC will do its best to protect the integrity of the boards, but 
cannot be responsible for any damage done to them.

Loose Photos & Logos

Each Build Ohio project story should be accompanied by 5-10 color photographs, as well as a color company 
logo. Photos may be loose, original color photographs; or saved on a disk with a minimum 300 dpi resolution as 
a tif, bmp, gif, jpeg or eps. On loose photos, the back of each picture should have the company name and project 
title. Photos should not have writing or engraving on the front. Do not provide photos/logos printed from your PC 
onto photo paper; an electronic file would be preferred in order to ensure the quality of the photo/logo in printed 
pieces.

The photos are in addition to what is included on the project board. They can, however, be reprints of the same 
pictures. They will be used for media purposes and in the video shown during the Build Ohio Celebration. AGC 
will make every effort to return all hard copies of photos, but cannot guarantee it.
