RULES 

The awards program is open to AGC of Ohio 
contractor members. Projects must have been 
completed between August 1, 2009 and July 
31, 2010 and located in Ohio. A company may 
only enter the same project once. Different 
phases or elements of the same project may be 
entered independently, but they cannot be 
combined as another total project entry.  

A company may submit up to two projects per 
category. For companies with more than one 
office in Ohio, each office may submit two 
projects per category. In a joint venture 
submittal, the controlling partner must be an 
AGC of Ohio member in good standing. Non-
members will not be recognized. 

A minimum of four projects from four different 
companies, including subsidiaries, must be 
entered in a category before any awards will be 
given in that category. Companies submitting 
projects in a category with less than four 
entries may re-submit their project the following 
year. 

ENTRY CATEGORIES 

Projects can be entered in one of the 
following seven categories: Renovation, New 
Construction Under $7 Million, New 
Construction $7-20 Million, New Construction 
Over $20 Million, Specialty, Industrial/Heavy, 
and Construction Management. 

 One Build Ohio statue will be awarded in 
each category, with the exception of the 
Specialty category, where two awards are 
available: one for companies with an annual 
volume of less than $20 million and one for 
companies with an annual volume of over $20 
million. 

BUILD OHIO ENTRANTS RECEIVE:  

¶ Green marble plaque. Winners receive a 
Build Ohio statue in lieu of a plaque 

¶ Project highlighted in the Build Ohio 
Preview, which is included in the Building 
Ohio magazine and mailed to 2,500 
construction professionals and owners, and 
video shown at the awards program.  

¶ Project included on AGC of Ohio website 
¶ Press releases sent to the major media in 

Ohio and throughout the construction 
industry announcing Build Ohio entrants 

PROJECT CRITERIA 

Each project entry should cover all of the 
criteria in its category.

CHOOSING YOUR CATEGORY 

New Construction:  Traditional building 
projects such as office buildings, hospitals, 
schools, libraries, museums, multi-family 
housing, etc. 

Renovation:  Restoration to part of or an entire 
traditional building. 

Construction Management:  Company served 
as the construction manager on the project. An 
ñagencyò CM that does not hold contracts and 
does not self perform trade work must only 
enter in this category. ñAt riskò CMs that hold 
the trade contracts or CMs that self-perform 
trade work on the project may enter in a 
different category. 

Specialty:  Company served as a specialty 
contractor on project (prime or sub). 

Industr ial/Heavy:  Industr ial,  Heavy, 
Environmental, Highway or Municipal & 
Utilities. The category includes renovations to 
such projects. 

Industrial construction covers industrial 
plants, manufacturing facilities, distribution 
centers and industrial cleanup.  

Heavy projects involve heavy equipment and 
machinery (such as machine press 
foundations), restoring equipment and 
machinery, any type of marine construction or 
dredging projects for waterways, flood control 
and prevention projects, etc.  

Municipal & Utilities deal with water and 
wastewater, underground utilities, site 
preparation, and other types of public works 
construction.  

Environmental projects involve environmental 
remediation, industrial cleanup, construction 
waste reuse and recycling, illegal dumping 
clean-up, etc.  

Highway projects include highways, lane 
expansions, bridges, etc. 

REQUIRED ENTRY MATERIALS  

Project Overview : A brief summary of the 
project, not to exceed 300 words, which will be 
used for the Build Ohio video and media 
purposes. Include the project scope, 
challenges, and use of innovative construction 
techniques and materials. 

Project Story:  A written explanation about how 
the project addresses each criterion. The 
complete written portion should be on 8.5 x 11 
paper, minimum 1.5-spaced, and should not 
exceed 2,500 words. Up to two pages of 
photos can be used to help illustrate the text. 
The project story is the primary tool used to 
determine the winning projects. 

Photographs:  Five to ten electronic color 
photos of the project. (These photos are in 
addition to those on the display board, but 
duplicates of photos on the board may be 
used.) The photos should be saved on a CD as 
a high resolution picture file, such as jpg, tif or 
bmp. All photos will be used primarily for the 
Build Ohio video and media purposes. 

 

 

 

 

Display Board : A visual description of your 
project. It should include photos of the project, 
the name of the member company and the 
project and a project summary sheet that 
describes the key aspects of the project. 

Elements must be securely fastened to the front 
of the board. Displays should not exceed 35 x 45 
inches, can be hinged or unhinged, and must 
weigh less than 10 lbs. AGC will be very careful 
when handling the display boards, but cannot be 
responsible for any damage done to them. 

Company Logo:  One good quality version of 
your company logo on a high resolution 
electronic picture file, such as jpg, tif or bmp. 
(Color is preferred.)  

Entry Form & Fee:  One completed entry form 
and fee of $250 for each project entered in the 
awards program. 

SELECTION OF WINNERS 

Winning projects are chosen by a contractorôs 
toughest criticða jury of peers. A distinguished 
panel of retired industry leaders review the 
projects and determine one winner for each 
category. Winners are selected by how they 
address the Build Ohio criteria. Small and large 
projects are considered equally. Entries 
noncompliant with the rules, as determined by 
the judges' panel in its sole discretion, will not 
be considered. If it is in the best interest of the 
entry, the panel may change the category in 
which a project is entered.  

All decisions made by the panel of judges are 
final. Sophistication of the presentation is not 
part of the selection process, but completeness 
in addressing how a project meets the criteria 
is essential. 

THE BUILD OHIO CELEBRATION  

Award winners will be announced for the first 
time during the 19th annual Build Ohio 
Celebration gala, scheduled for the evening of 
Friday, November 19, 2010 at the Hilton 
Columbus at Easton Town Center. 

A reservation form for the event will be 
posted in September on the AGC of Ohio 
website, www.agcohio.com. Build Ohio guests 
may arrange for overnight accommodations at 
the Hilton for a discounted rate of $165/night 
(plus tax), based on double occupancy.
